Dance Showcase/JPTO Dance Class Policies 2015-2016
Welcome to dance with Dance Showcase at Jeffery School.  Dance classes are held on Tuesdays and Thursdays when school is in session.  Class will begin on Tuesday September 8th and Thursday September 10th at Jeffery School.  There will  NOT be dance on the following dates:

Tuesdays:  Sept 15, Nov 3, Dec 29, Jan 19, March 29, April 26
Thursdays:  Nov. 26, Dec 24, Dec 31, March 24, May 5 
  An updated calendar will be sent home with students with any additional information.  
REGISTRATION FEE:  A non-refundable registration fee of $10.00 per child is due in September.  The registration fee is to be paid separately from tuition.    

CLASS FEES PER MONTH:  


30 minute class-$22.00


45 Minute class-$26.00  
There are 32 weeks of classes.  The tuition payments are divided into 8 equal amounts.

*A $5.00 late fee will be assessed to payments made or postmarked after the 15th of the month.  
*Any adjustments due to class cancellations will be made in May.

* There are no refunds for absences.

*There will be a $25.00 fee on any returned check.
*Please be sure to put the Dancers’ first and last name in the memo portion of the check.   

HEALTH RELEASE FORMS:  In order to participate in the dance program all dancers must have their own health insurance.  Please complete the attached form and return it no later than the 2nd dance class.  IF YOU DO NOT TURN IN THE HEALTH FORM BY THE 2ND CLASS YOUR CHILD WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO DANCE UNTIL THE HEALTH FORM IS COMPLETED AND TURNED IN.  

MEDICAL EXCUSE:  Tuition adjustments will only be made for major orthopaedic injuries (sprains, fractures, etc.) or surgery that prohibits the student from dancing.   This must be verified with a note from a Doctor.  Also, a note from a Doctor clearing the dancer to return to class may be needed.  Tuition adjustments will NOT be made for other activities that require the dancer to miss class i.e. colds, or family vacations.

DROP/AD FORMS:  Any Dancer wishing to add or drop classes must fill out a form and have it signed by the dance teacher and turned into the dance committee. No adjustments will be made to tuition until this form is turned in to the desk.  The adding/dropping of classes can only be done at the beginning of the month.  If you decide to drop a class in the middle of the month, you will not be refunded your tuition.  
WEATHER CONDITIONS:  If weather conditions close school, dance class will be cancelled.  If classes cannot be rescheduled, your tuition will be adjusted in May.  To find out about weather cancellations, you can either call the Shaler Area School District main number 412-492-1200 and listen for a recorded message stating any cancellations, or go to the Shaler Area School District website and look for any cancellation notices.  Also, for children attending the Shaler Schools, an announcement cancelling after school activities is made before dismissal.    

Doors:  Please enter and exit Jeffery via the rear doors only.  All other doors are to remain locked and closed.  This allows us to monitor who is entering and exiting the building.  
REFRESHMENTS:  No food or beverages are permitted in the gym or classrooms.  

Please do not bring any snacks containing peanuts.
PARKING:  Parking is not allowed along the curb or alongside the building.  (This is for the teachers.)  Please use the back lot or upper lot if needed.  The police do patrol the lot, and have issued tickets for parking in the fire lanes.
FUNDRAISER:  We have planned a Sarris Candy Fundraiser.  The flyers will be passed out in October, with delivery in November, before Thanksgiving.  Fundraising is optional, but will help you to pay for your child/children’s costumes.  Just a reminder that costume money is due before Christmas.  This is our only fundraiser.
PICTURES:  Pictures will be taken on 2 different nights.   Tuesday dancers will have pictures taken on Tuesday,April 5.  Thursday dancers will have pictures taken on Thursday, April 7.  Group photos are used for the Recital program.  
DANCE RECITAL:  The Dance Recital normally takes place in the end of May or early June.  We will let you know the date and place as soon as possible.  TUITION MUST BE PAID IN FULL ON ORDER TO PARTICIPATE IN THE RECITAL.  

Please NO SPECTATORS in class.  This is very distracting to the students and teachers.
PARENT OBSERVATION will be held in late winter.  

NO SMOKING in and around the school.  THIS IS A LAW!
DANCE ATTIRE:  is very important for dance and acrobatic students.

· ages 3 to 6 wear black leotards, pink tights and pink ballet slippers

· Intro to Dance also need white tap shoes

· According to class selections, ages 6 to 10 wear black tap shoes, pink ballet slippers, black jazz shoes, tights and leotards of any color

· Ages 11 and up need tan tap shoes, pink ballet slippers, black jazz shoes, tights and leotards.  Jazz pants may be worn for jazz and tap. 

· Ballet skirts may be worn.  

· Baton students wear white Keds style sneakers.  

· Acrobatic students wear stirrup or footless tights.
· Hip-Hop dancers wear black jazz shoes or black jazz tennis shoes.  

· Boys wear solid color t-shirts and shorts or sweat pants for tumbling.  

· Long hair MUST be pulled up.  NO chewing gum is permitted in any of the classes.  

· PLEASE LABEL YOUR CHILDREN’S DANCE BELONGINGS (ESPECIALLY SHOES) SO THEY CAN BE RETURNED IF THEY ARE LOST.

The JPTO has a bin of re-sale shoes, batons and some dance attire.  This is available for anyone to browse.  If leaving shoes for resale, please place in gallon size zip lock bag and place $ amount requested, name and shoe size on bag.  
Students will be placed on a 6 week trial basis to determine class levels.

If there is a major medical problem/allergy, please notify the teachers.  

*** NO dancers are to be left unsupervised by an adult.  If parents are just dropping off and picking up, their children must be instructed to stay inside the school building at all times and preferably near the proctors’ area.  They should have something with them to keep them occupied and settled down. Dancers, siblings and other children are NOT allowed to roam the building and enter any classrooms unless their dance teachers are present and ready to instruct.  No running, jumping, or climbing is allowed in the halls.  No one is allowed to use any of the school’s supplies or equipment unless instructed and approved to do so.  If any dancer is caught in a classroom without a teacher, abusing school property, or vandalism of any kind, parents will be notified.  After notification to the parent, appropriate disciplinary action will be taken by the Dance Committee.  This may consist of suspension from classes, or expulsion from the program.  It is important and crucial to our dance program that we follow the rules instituted by the school district while on school property.
